The 2023 Qingdao Youth Sailing Knowl-
edge Competition represents a significant
initiative aimed at advancing Qingdao as the
“Sailing City”, assessing the effectiveness of
the 2023 “Sailing into Schools” knowledge
training program in Qingdao, and enhanc-
ing the influence of the “Sailing into Schools”
program. In 2023, the “Sailing into Schools”
program experienced substantial growth,
with sailing knowledge integrated into
classrooms across all nine districts simulta-
neously. A total of 395 class hours were or-
ganized, engaging 25,000 youth participants
in sailing training throughout the city. For
the first time, Jiaozhou and Pingdu joined
in the “sailing knowledge into classroom”
activities, expanding participation to all nine
districts and county-level dities.

to Qingdao Signal Hill Zisha Pottery Museum

Qingdao Signal Hill Zisha Pottery
Museum is located at 26 Longshan
Road, Shinan District, Qingdao, adja-
cent to the Museum of the Former Ger-
man Governor’s Residence, marking
the central area of the historical city
of Qingdao. Covering an area of ap-
proximately 1,500 square meters, with
a main exhibition space of about 800
square meters, the museum consists
of one underground floor and three
above-ground storeys. The museum is
divided into several sections, includ-
ing the South-to-North Tea Cultivation
Hall, Tea Utensil History Hall, Yixing
History Hall, Zisha Ore Hall, Zisha
History Hall, Zisha Fine Crafts Hall,
Unique Zisha Hall, Overseas Treasures
Hall, Zisha Tools Hall, Zisha Production
Hall, Zisha Firing Hall, and a Cultural
and Creative Center. It houses a col-
lection of over 1000 items, including
more than 800 exquisite Zisha pottery
pieces, over 100 porcelain items, as
well as paintings, calligraphy, rose-
wood artifacts, and other art pieces.
